(running / turn / brake / spots and any others), Give your 

handlebar controls a good high pressure air blow out to 

remove any dust and such, check for operation, check  

 

 

 

gas and run bike until fans click on, check fork seals for 

any leaks and remember to wipe those fork legs on a 

regular basis to prevent dust and such getting into the  

seal, check out all of your communications for good 

operation (CB, Intercom both front and rear, XM Radio, 

GPS and Cell), recheck luggage areas and cross tick 

your list of ómust carryô at all times, air rain-suits and 

repack, check first aid kit for top up, cross check 

documents (Insurance, medical information for Rider 

and Co-Rider), check bike on nuts and bolts, tighten if 

required.  Also, do remember to check the trailer 

throughout.      Okay, enough said, just reminders for all 

of you to óRide Safe and Oftenô.
