Hi Everybody! 

 

Letôs talk tires.  As you know, one of the fundamental 

safety factors of the motorcycle is our tires.  Recently, 

my 2007 Triumph Bonneville turned over 14000 miles.  

I am still on the original set of tires which comes as a 

surprise to the mechanics and staff at PJôs Triumph.  The 

vast majority of Bonneville Owners only obtain 7000 to 

8000 miles on a set of tires.  Am I am riding the 

motorcycle like the Little Old Lady from Pasadena?  

Heck No!  My motorcycle riding style is from 

conservative to aggressive.  And everywhere in between.  

The major factor for the tire longevity is regular 

maintenance.  That is checking the air pressure and 

adjusting to keep the pressure consistent.  Also checking 

for tire wear and foreign objects, cuts or damage to the 

thread.  My personal goal is to ride another 1000 miles 

and replace both front and rear tires giving me a total of 

15000 miles about double of what everyone else is  

getting.  Maintenance equals safety, performance and 

economy.  In my opinion, a person should get the 

maximum amount of use out of a tire without sacrificing 

safety.  

 

Some key points about tires: 1) Check and adjust air 

pressure regularly, 2) replace tires if they are beginning 

to show excessive wear, 3) replace tires with marginal 

wear prior to extended trip, 4) Check manufacturerôs 

date on the tire, 5)Make sure that the tire is mounted in 

the proper direction.  The arrow on the sidewall indicates 

the direction of travel.  Very important. 

 

The best deal I have found for tires in town so far is 

R&S Honda.  They sell all of their tires for half off of 

the retail price.  If you have the ability to take the wheels 

in yourself, you will also save a few bucks.   

 

Next up, Chapter W rides and events.  We have alot 

going on.  The month of March is winding to an end but 

donôt forget about our meeting next Sunday.  After the 

meeting ride, we will be going to Willard, NM for 

hamburgers.  BRING CASH!  Also in March, the 

District Staff Meeting will be held on March 27 at the 

MCM Elegante.  Anyone interested in attending the 

meeting, please let me or Ted Bates know.  We would 

like to encourage any would be staffers to join us.
